	Roof and Structural Details
	· 256 panels of extra-white glass and 44 opaque steel panels, each 4’ x 16’ and 1,200 lbs.

· The glass roof rises from 16’ at the wall to 17’ at the center point, or 1’ over 16’

· Each sunshade panel is 4’ x 4’ and weighs 150 lbs.

· Sunshade apertures face due north and shade all direct sun

· Glass systems by Sunglass, Padua, Italy

· Aluminum sunscreens by La Societa Sider s.r.l., Bologna, Italy

· Structural steel by Gipponi s.r.l., Bergamo, Italy

· Exterior walls clad in 2,522 pieces of Etrusco Travertine with  a water jet finish, each 2’ x 4’ and 190 lbs.

	Galleries and Interior 
	· 2,470 pieces of Classic Novona Travertine with a honed finish, each 2’ x 4’ and 190 lbs.

· Full 8” wide oak plank flooring

· Main staircase (three stairs, 15,000 lbs. each and landing, 20,000 lbs.) constructed from cold rolled steel

· The indoor galleries can accommodate up to 80 pieces          of sculpture

· Café is 896 square feet

· Store is 750 square feet



	Garden and Terraces
	· 7,680 square feet of terrace, half is covered

· Terraces covered in 1,439 green granite Verde Fontaine paving stones (water-jet finish)

· Terraces designed to seamlessly link indoor and outdoor exhibition spaces can accommodate up to10 pieces                of sculpture

· Garden walls contain 2,999 pieces of Travertine

· Garden paths constructed from 10,835 green granite Verde Fontaine cobbles, with a water-jet finish

· The soil mixture in the garden is a three-layer, sports field technology ‘designer dirt’ system that will support heavy sculpture without foundations and quickly drain after  torrential rains

· The garden can accommodate approximately 30 pieces         of sculpture
